Professor Tony Attwood is a clinical psychologist who
specialises in autism spectrum disorders.

Professor Attwood will present two topics:
Making Friends: Strategies to Improve Social Understanding and Friendship Skills

The presentation explains the four stages in the development of friendship and strategies to encourage
the development of friendship skills and social integration from children as young as three years to
young adults.

TRANSITION PROGRAM

A Transition Program has been introduced at Nowra East

Public School. The program provides an opportunity for
students (K-6) returning from suspension or those identified
as being at risk of suspension to develop strategies and skills
as they learn to self-manage their behaviours. Students are
expected and encouraged to actively participate in their
educational and behavioural program. They are considered
collaborative team members in the process that will assist
them in their successful return to their mainstream class. This
outcome is met by a forthright and respectful basis of

communication.

The program is individualised and students are integrated
when the teacher determines they are ready. Mainstream and
special education teachers have noted a significant
improvement in the student’s ability to utilise strategies and
avoid conflict. Further, teachers have indicated that there are

more settled and productive as a result of this program.

There is no magic wand approach and teachers at the school

are mindful of the need to support students by referring them

nationally to children enrolled in Australian primary schools.
